Sailing Instructions
1.1     Rules

1.1 .1The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined by the ISAF Racing Rules of sailing (RRS) RRS 2009-2012, the 2009 CSA Rules, IRC Rules, and the Notice Of Race, except where any of these are changed by the sailing Instructions, and by these sailing Instructions.
1.2 Safety Rules

1.2.1 All boats shall comply with CSA minimum safety requirements. The R/C may conduct spot checks during the regatta. Any boat found to be deficient may be protested.

1.2.2 Anchors shall not be carried over the bow of stem while racing.

1.3  Entries
1.3.1 The regatta is open to, cruising, charter, multi hull, fun, and classic classes.

1.3.2 Entries should be made by completing registration with the organizing authority.

1.3.3 Entry conditions for boats and competitors are as follows:

1.3.4 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS Rule 4 Decision of race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to or during or after the regatta.

1.4 Handicaps
1.4.1 Cruising and charter classes will race under the 2009 CSA Rating Rule.

1.4.2 Fun Classes will race under a performance system based on the simplified CSA Rule (valid for this event only).

1.4.3 Multi-hull class will race under PHRF allocated by the committee (valid only for this event).
1.4.4 A valid 2009 CSA racing certificate is required for all classes where applicable.
1.5 Notice of Competitors

1.5.1 Notices of competitors will be posted on the official board located at the Garfield’s.

1.5.2 Changes to Sailing Instructions will be posted 2 hours prior to the start of the race.
1.5.3 The R/C will be operating on VHF Channel 06. When appropriate, the R/C may broadcast non-prejudicial information to competitors on this channel. The R/C is not required to acknowledge any radio transmission except in the case of an emergency, and is not required to enter into dialogue with competitors.
1.5.4 The R/C may be broadcast an official time check on VHF Channel 06 prior to the race, and may follow with an announcement of any changes to the Sailing Instructions that have been posted.
1.6      Racing Area and Courses
1.6.1 The starting area, racing areas and the course descriptions are designated in the course diagram.

1.6.2 The written course description shall be governed over the course diagram. Posted mark positions are approximate.

1.6.3 Imray- Iolaire B32 or British Admiralty 797 and 799 are recommended.

1.9.1

1.9.2 Charter class boats shall be in the standard charter configuration (rigging sails and equipment) as operated by moorings, Horizon, etc. Poles, boat hooks or other such devices for holding up the headsail are not permitted.

1.9.3 Fun class boats are not allowed spinnakers or poles.

1.9.4 Race Committee may split and / or combine classes depending upon the number of entries and shall decide which classes a boat may race. The decision of the race Committee is final.

1.9.5 With the exception of the national (Grenada) Courtesy Flag ( flown at the spreaders) the only other flags that may be flown while racing are the class flag, a protest (red) and /or rule infringement acknowledge flag (yellow).

1.9.6 All boats must sail close by the committee boat prior to their start so that they can be identified as competitors.

1.10.    The Start

1.10.1 The starting line will be between an orange flag/ Shape on the R/C boat and the nearby mark.
1.10.2 Standoff mark: a mark or float may be trailed off the stern of the R/C boat. No boat shall pass between the mark and the R/C boat or touch the mark at any time. For the purposes of the RRS 31 any such mark or float is part of the R/C boat.
1.10.3 Races will be started as per RRS 26.
1.10.4 Classes will start in order given in Addendum 1, which will also specify the time of the first signal for the first class to start. Multiple classes may be started together.
1.11.    The Finish
1.11.1 The Finish line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag or shape on an R/C boat and the nearby mark.

1.11.1 Time limit will be 1800 hours. Boats failing to finish before 1800 hours will be scored DNF.

1.12.   Penalty System
1.12.1 Boats are given the option of either taking a one-turn penalty or scoring penalty (RRS 44.3 were apply) for breaking a rule of part 2 of the RRS. This amends RRS 44.
1.12.2 RRS 44.3 (a) is changed to allow either a yellow flag or an “I” flag. All boats that have taken a scoring penalty in accordance with RRS 44.3 shall submit a written declaration on a form within the protest time limit. Submitting a written declaration shall satisfy the requirement of RRS 44.3 (b) to inform the R/C at the finishing line. This changes RRS 44.3 .
1.12.3 RRS 44.3 (C) is modified such that a protested yacht that acknowledge breaking a rule of RRS part 2 before the protest hearing and does not meet all of the requirements of the RRS 44.3 shall receive a penalty of 40% but not less than 3 places.
1.13.   Withdrawal
1.13.1 If a boat withdraws from a race she shall notify the R/C by the VHF on the designated channel or failing this she shall notify the R/C immediately upon reaching shore.
1.14   Protests
1.14.1 All protests will be heard at the race head quarters as soon as possible after filing. Protest forms are available at the Race Headquarters at Garfield’s. Completed forms shall be delivered to the protest desk as soon as possible but not later than 90 minutes after the R/C signal boat docks.
1.14.2 It is strongly recommended that protesting boats notify and receive acknowledgement from the R/C boat at the finish line either orally or on the designated VHF channel of their intention to protest and the identity of the boat being protested.
1.14.3 The R/C boat may broadcast on the designated VHF channel the names of boats protesting and being protested on the official Notice board (Garfield’s head quarters) by the expiry of protest time. This constitutes notification as required by the RRS 63.2
1.14.4 A Protest Committee will be appointed for this event. 
1.15   Scoring
1.15.1 Low point scoring system appendix A will apply for the race.
1.16   Responsibility and Conduct
1.16.1 The Grenada South Coast Yacht Club or the sponsors or any of their representatives do not accept responsibility for the loss of life or injury to participants or others or for loss or damage to any vessel however caused.
1.16.2 See registration Form.
1.17   Courses

See Addendum A, attached to the SI’s. The written course has precedent over the diagram.

Note: Sugar Loaf Island must be passed to Starboard.
Glover Island is not a mark of the course
The Porpoises should be considered as an obstruction.
